Born in Grangemouth, central Scotland, Isla St 

Clair gave her first stage perf ormances, aged only three 
years. She was twelve years old when she sang on her 

first television programme and soon she was a regular 

guest on many other television and radio shows.   

 Islaôs rise to national prominence was in 1978 when 

she became co -host wi th Larry Grayson in BBC 

Televisionôs The Generation Game. She was a big hit in 
this hugely successful family game show and during her 

four years on the Generation Game  Isla made numerous 

television appearances including high profile shows such 

as Morcambe and Wise , Max Bygraves Show , The Royal 

Variety Show , Parkinson , Blue Peter , Blankety Blank  as 

well as her own series The Farm On The Hill .   

 After retiring from the business to bring up a young 
family Isla returned to television in the 1990ôs and has 

been in constant demand. Isla was invited to sing the 

lament Flowers of the Forest at Tyne Cot Cemetery in 

Belgium, in 2007, to commemorate the 90th anniversary 

of the Battle of Passchendaele, in the First World War. 

The moving ceremony was in front of Queen El izabeth II 
and the Queen of Belgium, as well as other European 

Heads of State and Commonwealth Representatives.

 Isla St Clair continues to be busy on television, 

radio and stage. She also tours with her three diverse 

stage shows An Evening With Isla , The S ongs and Music 

of Scotland  and Eyes Front with Isla St Clair  an audio 

visual production about songs and film in wartime.
